Plans for the Toowoomba Regional Arts and Community Centre (TRACC) are gaining momentum, after Brisbane-based firm, James Cubitt Architects, were appointed to the project. 

Empire Theatre Acting General Manager, Kerry Saul, said this recent appointment allows the project to progress to its next level. 
“James Cubitt Architects have extensive experience in theatre design and we’re very excited to be working with them to create this state of the art building,” Mr Saul said. 

“The TRACC facility will be a medium sized performance venue, complementing the existing performance spaces currently situated on the Empire Theatre Precinct,” he said. 

The 350 seat TRACC theatre space will be available for use by touring, professional and community groups. It will be suitable for use as a home for youth theatre programs, a drama theatre, a comedy club, cabaret and open mic venue, an educational facility and for art-house and international films. 

The Toowoomba Regional Council, with the Empire Theatre, has also submitted an application for Round Two of the Regional Development Australia Fund (RADF), which will offer $200 million of funding to local communities in Australia. 

“Receiving this funding would greatly assist us in moving this project forward,” Mr Saul said. 

 The project is due for completion in 2014.
